In the 1970s, Japanese chefs began to appear in the kitchens of nouvelle cuisine chefs in France
for further training, and scores more arrived in succeeding decades. Paul Bocuse, Alain Chapel,
Joel Robuchon, and other leading French culinary experts also started visiting Japan to teach
their counterparts and to sample Japanese cuisine, and some eventually opened restaurants
